BEGINNER’S DIGITAL MICROSCOPY
SECOND PART – GILDING THE LILEY?

Before you do anything open Photoshop!!!!
1. Open file ( Click first file, hold shift, click last file, if opening more than 1 file) Click OK
2. Select the “crop” tool (on the left) to select the part of the image you want, then click “Image”- “Crop”

3. To edit the Histogram, click, “Image”- “Adjust”- “Levels”, then pull the two end arrows in to line up under the end of the black histogram. Adjust the centre arrow left or right to adjust the brightness. Click OK.
4. Enlarge the working area by clicking VIEW, ACTUAL PIXELS.
5. Use the magic wand (symbol on left) to select the background, hold down “shift” to select any area where there are no “dancing ants”.

6. Click “Edit” at the top of the page, then click “Cut”

7. Then use the CLONE tool to remove the rest of the “rubbish”- Hold the pointer on the clean area of the image you want as background and click ALT whilst holding down the left mouse key. Then “paint over” the rest of the unwanted image. 

8. Click “image” – “image size” to change the width of the picture to 20cm (for web page size). Ensure resolution is set to 72. Click OK 
9. Click “filter”- “sharpen” or “sharpen more”

10. Click “file”- “save as” (name the picture) then click “save” then click OK.
